Florida Trials Association will be changing the registration process for the 2008-2009 season.  I am requesting/pleading that all members planning to ride our next season take the time to do three things this summer:

1. Print out (on a color printer), notarize, and submit the application for the AMA annual release.  For youth riders there is a separate application.

This allows us to forego the onionskin release for a rider with this card.  There is no cost for this card and it is good for the calendar year.  You will need to send in another application before the end of the year for the events in 2009.  This is a different program than the AMA competition card.  The process took about 3 weeks from mailing in the application to receiving my card. The card is boringly plain.
The release is on the AMA website: http://www.ama-cycle.org/amrace/release.asp
Also, make sure your AMA membership is current.

2. Create an account for yourself at ClubRegistration.net: http://www.clubregistration.net/index.cfm
A separate account (username and password) should be set up for each adult and youth rider in your household.  You will only need to set this up once.  
“My Profile” page- “Membership #”- put in your AMA number and expiration date (xxxxxx exp x/201x). Fill out the yellow highlighted boxes.  For “region name”-scroll down and select “Florida Trials Association”.

Click on the “Update and Continue” box

“Vehicles” page-enter year, make, and engine size of your bike, ignore the rest of the boxes.  Click on “add vehicle” then click “continue”.

“Driving Resume” page- ignore all-leave blank.  Click on “Update and Continue”.

“Medical Information” page-ignore all-leave blank. Click “Update and Continue”.

“Dashboard” page, emergency contact-optional.  Fill out name/phone number. Click on “add contact” then click “continue”.

You can then “logout” or go to “event sign up”.  To sign up for an event, see instructions below.

Once you have an account, you will be able to sign up for the trials in advance online. You do not pay for the event online and will not be asked for credit card, bank account number, or be offered the opportunity to help out a member of the Nigerian royal family.
3. Click on the “forms” tab of this website. Print out, fill in, and mail to Barbara the FTA membership application.  Write legibly with your proper e-mail address.  Send a check, I promise you it will be cashed.
Payment for an event will still be collected at the trial.  If you have signed up online and have the AMA annual release, all you will need to do is hand over the event fee and receive your scorecard.  We will already have you on the event roster and your scorecard will be ready.  A trials “Fastpass”-these will be the cool riders who have time to warm up, ride around, and check out the sections. They will get many cleans.
Those that do not register online or do not have the annual release will be herded into the familiar line next to someone who likely did not shower that morning. You will have to arrive at the event earlier.  You will have to wait to sign up.  You will look like a tourist. Your scores will be higher.
If everyone does their part to sign up online and get the AMA annual release, registration should be very quick, and the poor souls who have volunteered to do registration will have time to actually ride the trial.  Think of it this way-if it is easy for them, they’ll stick around, and you won’t have to volunteer or be chosen to do it next year.
How to become one of the cool riders and sign up for an event online:

Go to ClubRegistration.net and login as Registrant (you did already create your account, right?)
Click on “Event Sign Up” box on lower right corner of the Dashboard page
Organization box-leave on the default “All”

Event type box- leave on the default “All”

Club box-scroll down and click on “Florida Trials Association”
Click on the search box.  This will pull up all events that have been set up and indicate when registration opens. Note: the 2008-09 schedule has not been set yet. 
Options box-click “Register”

Select the correct “Event fee” (member adult, member youth, non member adult).
Fill out the questions boxes.  Click on “update and continue”

Click on “final payment screen” don’t worry, you do not actually pay online. 
Your registration will be processed and you will receive a confirmation e-mail.  Or an e-mail requesting information you neglected to fill out.
